Professor Kontorovich teaches at Northwestern University School of Law, where he specializes in constitutional 
and international law. This year he is a member of the Institute for Advanced Study, in the School of Social 
Sciences.  A leading expert on international criminal law and maritime piracy, he has been called on to advise 
lawyers in historic piracy trials around the world.
